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Editors’ Preface

antiquity studies, since it is about a richfull syncretic art, the formation and further

elaboration of which took place on a significant part of the Eurasian expanse and
proceeded on the bedrock of older traditions, being fed by the innovations that came
to light on the brink of the 2" and 1% millennia BC. And now, the well-known expert of
the animal style Yurii Bohdanovych Polidovych turns 60, so that we, authors, editors,
reviewers and publishers were making our contributions to the book with this event in
our mind (see the essays provided by Roman Lytvynenko and museum friends as well as
the List of Publications compiled by Leonid Babenko). Incidentally, we should note that
Yurii Polidovych made at least four visits — in 1981, 2010, 2013, and 2017 — to Bilsk,
which has long been the magnetic omphalos for many researches and the permanent
spotlight for the scholarly community at Kharkiv University. Those visits — in fact, long
enough stays sometimes — were always full of enthusiastic work and meaningful dis-
cussions. Yurii Bohdanovych, with his sensitive shovel and watchful trowel, always ex-
tracted a lot of interesting and significant things from the earth at the excavation unit;
and when he once missed some graffiti, then very soon he really came across the neck
fragment of the Klazomenai amphora of the 1% half of the 6" century BC, and of course
it was the ancient Hellenic "TT” which had been scratched on that shard (3axuuxos 2014,
c. 257, puc. 7: 5). We are still looking forward to meeting Yurii again in Bilsk, in our
sweetheart land of Gelonus, where we together would re-learn the alphabet of the age-old
city in those dreamy places.

And so, the book is replenished with the scholarly articles focusing on diverse aspects
of the artworks ever created by the Early Iron Age humankind of the forests, steppes
and deserts, by both high- and lowlanders, the coastal and the wholly terrestrial ones, by
settled and nomadic, urban and rural, whose ways of life and beliefs, of course, differed
from place to place, but syncretic artful attainments of which are still reverberating here
and there in Eurasia. Among the contributors are the scholars who persistently carry out
archaeological field research in habitation sites and burial grounds and those who are pro-
fessionally engaged in studying long-gone arts, customs and world outlooks. They tried
and succeeded in giving comprehensive visions on what is the complex problematic of
arts, the genesis of which took place in a rarely vivid interaction of Balkan-Aegean and
West Asian Hellenic centres with Near Eastern civilizations as well as with cultures of
Central and Eastern Europe, the Caucasia and Central Asia.

The First Section seeks to expose how recent field discoveries are purposefully,
promptly, and systematically incorporated into diverse expertises and interpretative pro-
cedures of the megadiscipline of archaeology.

Thus, according to Arman Beisenov, fresh radiocarbon dates of the objects from the bar-
row necropoleis of Qyzyljartas and Qoisoqy-5, with typological considerations and raw
material analyses added, may mark significant shifts in the conventional concept of how old
the formation of the Tasmola Culture in Central Kazakhstan is, and, therefore, how early
the monumental art and decorative metal working of this Culture might have emerged.

The report by Mykola Bandrivskyi and Mykhailo Bilyk, in its turn, not only gives
the account on the bronze tableware hoard found near the village of Panivtsi, but provides
a set of observations and considerations on cultural genesis and formation processes of ar-
chaeological complexes in the Dniester region at the beginning of the Iron Age. A mind-
ful reader is surely apt to recognize the genuine south European components among
the materials published here and will certainly think of some specifically Carpathian an
Dniesterian constituents of the find in order to finally get a certain idea about the triggers
and circumstances and senses of why the characteristic cast cauldrons and the riveted
bucket have been combined in somewhat unexpected manner for a ritual deposition in
Western Podolia.

In the Second Section, the known raw material diversity in Early Iron Age arts is
mostly emphasized on the basis of artifacts made of hard faunal tissues, the raw materials

The Early Iron Age animal style is the long-known topic of enduring importance in
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that were in high demand in ancient times, although here too, of course, metals and alloys
cannot be avoided.

The Bilsk City-site explorers, Iryna Shramko and Stanislav Zadnikov, together with
Walenty Pankowski, seem to have a big deal with a highly unusual artifact that was dug
up back in the last century in an Early Scythian farmstead site in the Western Fort. Based
on the raw material structure and surface modification analyses and having some ideas
on manufacture techniques, imagery, and stylistics of the find, they propose a batch of
observations and assumptions about where the artifact came from, the purposes it could
serve for, the ways it could have been used, and the reasons why it has repeatedly been
modified in the past. After many quests, Stanislav Zadnikov has finally attributed the am-
biguous red deer antler plaque from the same Western Bilsk in terms of its functions,
imagery, stylistics, chronology and cultural affiliation. These two subsections came into
being due to the field discoveries and lab work by archaeologists at V. N. Karazin Kharkiv
National University, while Bilsk City-site has been constantly studied for nearly 70 years
by archaeological expeditions of the University (IlIpamko 2019).

Another study by Stanislav Zadnikov is immersed into animal style imagery on
a Scythian times canine tooth object. The rare find has come from a relatively well iden-
tified habitation context in the Siverskyi Donets River area and due to this very fact
has noticeably shifted the border of the left-bank Dnieper area of suchlike artifacts east-
wards and now turns out visibly closer to the findspots of carved canines known in both
the Volga River and the Ural River areas. Further data, details, observations and interpre-
tative outcomes are already ready to be reviewed and discussed.

The fact that the complex evidence of shape-and-trace formation in toreutics is
amongst the most salient research topics is convincingly spotlighted by Leonid Babenko,
who refers to the decorations from Kul-Oba and Pisochyn as reference artifacts displaying
imprints of matrices along with successive plastic alterations and surface modifications.
And since the comparative documentation in morphogenesis and trace formation may
affect the very principles of the record studies in archaeology, the current research trial
may be of interest to those who value advances in research procedures and seek for mea-
ningfulness in images and designs, as well as to the experts in art stylistics, sociological
evaluation and behavioral interpretation of antiquities.

The Third Section measures Early Iron Age art in terms of stylistic diversities and
similarities, local peculiarities and continental currents, stubborn traditions and innova-
tive authorship.

Gulnara Jumabekova and Galiya Bazarbayeva tend to choose images of birds of
the Saka times from various parts of the immenseness that is Kazakhstan for a basis of
such investigation. Meanwhile, a theatrically mesmerizing scene from the incense altar,
around which their reasoning flutters, seems to work as a favourable factor for a conside-
rable amplification of the avian issue with more imagery, signs and spatial symbolism.

Oleksandr Mohylov calls for a more focused consideration of the ear- or else wing-
shaped horse bridle plaques. These images, given the refined stylization of body parts of
birds and beasts, seem to reflect changes in the ways of visualizing and symbolizing ideas
among the horsemen aggrandizers who lived in the Dnieper region in the 2" half, or at
least the last quarter, of the 5™ century BC*.

Mikhail Treister’s thorough and comprehensive conceptualization of a splendid sil-
ver tableware sample, produced by a prominent art studio at the time of the Sarmatian
Culture’s heyday, currently pays a special attention to the images of aquatic creatures
such as fish and dolphins and, of course, sea dragons, which are now not quite familiar
to an ordinary observer in our latitudes.

The Fourth Section of the book reminds us that both figurative and decorative art-
works from archaeological deposits are the frequent subject for the functional context
studies and, at the same time, the material realia signified by mental and verbal activities.

Hanna Vertiienko explores both old Iranian and ancient Hellenic terminologies of
edged and pointed weapons, referring, of course, to the archaeological sites and artifacts

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of arts as well. The Avestan lexeme cakus- is placed next to the Hellenic word cdyapig
which was used by Herodotus and Xenophon and other old writers. Meanwhile, the past
soldiery and writership, and the present-day weaponry experts too, have always been
aware of the use of axes along with chekans. Thus, there is a need and opportunity to re-
late those cdyapig and cakus- with well-known material entities and their representations?.

Sung by the poets, the most celebrated and pictorial pectoral from Tovsta Mohyla
(’The Stout Barrow’) is known for having once occupied a particular in-situ position in
the burial, the fact revisited here by Leonid Babenko. Should we associate the localization
of the precious artwork and some other valuable things away from the heart of the burial
structure with a procrastinated or failed plunder and many tricks and kicks and hardships
of a life full of tomb robbery? And perhaps this time it is about the unusual and obscured
impression of some other past functional contexts, with the ideas and deeds they must
have implied, in the archaeological context we now have at our disposal?

Liubov Klochko tries and traces the trends in which personal ornaments and garment
decorations are found in the double burials from Scythian barrows, depending on how
these graves were formed and what their contents are. From these considerations, it
follows that it was general status and individual position of a person in the community,
the peculiarities of ritual and peri-ritual behavior, family traditions and local customs that
played a significant role in the burial use and further fate of ornaments and decorations.

Olena Fialko keeps systematizing portable itinerary goods from the graves — and,
perhaps, those of intravital use — of the 6""—4t" century BC Scythian female warriors.
Among the former, in addition to the weapons, the bronze mirrors, some hair combs,
wooden receptacles for personal ornaments with handiwork paraphernalia and small toi-
letry accessories, wooden pyxides as well as various ceramic vessels are the most often
to occur; such is the gender specificity in a duffel bag of the Amazons, whether it is
this-worldly or other-worldly.

And in the end, we dare to expect that the honourable readership will not regret at all,
flipping through the pages of the proposed edition, which, we hope, will serve to gain new
knowledge in the fields of archaeology and ancient history and, therefore, will be favour-
ably appreciated in academic circles as well as by those who is still interested in serious
scholarly research and achievements regarding people, culture and society of the past.

Abstract. In 2020, four stone statues were found in the barrow No. 1 of the Qyzyljartas burial ground. The mound
with a diameter of 37 m was surrounded by a large outer fence, and contained a dromos grave. Three statues were
found under the mound, along the crepid, and one more was placed in the dromos east from the grave. Stone sculp-
tures have previously been found elsewhere in Tasmola burial mounds, but it was for the first time that four statues
were found beneath the mound. The grave was robbed in antiquity. In addition to the unique iron axe head found on
the edge of the grave, some gold and silver decorations from the ceremonial costume were found. The barrow was
primarily classified as the 7"—6™ century BC elite burial of the Tasmola Culture. In 2022, analysis of the costume
decorations was carried out to identify their elemental compositions. In the spring of 2023, the first results of radio-
carbon analysis were obtained at the Laboratory of Mass Spectrometry (Vilnius Radiocarbon), Lithuania. According
to the bone sample obtained from a fragment of a human lower jaw from the grave, the burial dates back to the end
of the 9" — the 1% quarter of the 8" century BC. Here, the results of these analyzes are published for the first time.

Abstract. Newly discovered deposit of bronze vessels attributed to the Late Hallstatt period in Western Podolia
(Ukraine) is published. It consisted of three vessels: two cast cauldrons with handles and the 0,8 m high plate situla.
Both cauldrons were turned upside down and placed on the bottom of the pit, so that the larger cauldron covered
the smaller one. They were covered by a large bucket-shaped situla also turned upside down. Both cauldrons are
ornamented with zigzag cast braids along their bodies. The first cauldron is 0,57%0,44 m; the second one, together
with its handles, has 0,61 m of height. The first cauldron has a pallet-shaped leg, while the leg of the second one is
broken off. The body of the first cauldron displays amorphous perforations resulted from a poor-quality casting. On
the second cauldron, a series of traces of purposely (?) made blows can be found. As a result, some small parts of
the vessel broke off'and were lost and never found either near the cauldrons or in the infill of the pit. The closest pa-
rallels to the situla can be found in the Eastern Alpine region and in the Apennines; e.g., the plate situla with sharp-
ribbed shoulders from Au, Upper Bavaria, which now reposes in the National Museum in Munich, is almost identical
in shape, basic parameters and is also riveted from several sheets of thin and hard plate. The similarity between
situlae from Upper Bavaria and Western Podolia is enhanced by the fact that the one from Au has an additionally
reinforced bottom part with circular base, profiled shoulders and rim edges twisted inside out. Mass production and
distribution of plate vessels with sharp-ribbed shoulders from Au and elsewhere in the Apennine Peninsula and in the
Upper Danube region took place during the period of Bologna I1A (ca. 800—750 BC). The newly discovered com-
plex suggests that the Western Podolia Group (WPG) displays metal imports from the West deposited in closed com-
plexes with metal items of local production such as cauldrons, etc. (e.g. the barrow in Shvaikivtsi, south of Ternopol,
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the Middle Dniester). Judging by the complexes with cauldrons, the relationship between population of the Middle
Dniester region and those of the Adriatic coast, the East Alpine zone and the Apennines, which were established in
the early HaB3 period, were not interrupted to continue in the 7th century BC. Moreover, these connections became
more active before the most of the barrows of the WPG were built. The entire WPG complex from Panivtsi dates back

to as late as the 2nd half of the 7th century BC.

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The Dentine Enigma of Western Bilsk

Abstract. A documented and systematized account is given for a curious ivory artifact discovered in the Early
Scythian habitation context. It represents a bulk of dentine taken from a grooved and riveted joint and reshaped
into a wedged tool. The sequence of its origins, transformations and uses is complexly reflected by a variety of
shape alterations and surface modifications, including carved animalistic pictures and geometric patterns. Possible
Balkan-Aegean, Western Asian and North Pontic contributions to the object’s view are considered on the basis of art
stylistics, technical features and traceological evidence.

Key words: left-bank Dnieper forest steppe, Bilsk City-site, 1% quarter of the 6" century BC, industry of hard
faunal tissues, elephant tusk ivory, geometric pattern, Scythian animal style.

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And verily,

Ivory was known to the local population from
imported goods, but craftsmen in their work could
hardly use it as a raw material due to its poor avail-
ability. Rich domestic raw materials provided the ar-
tisans with full choice, and they selected them and
worked with them very skillfully (Paasiescrka 1982,
c. 23).

Moreover, it is noteworthy that the few Hellenic
imports mentioned by Vira Radziewska are barrow
finds from the Middle Dnieper region representing
the Late Scythian Culture of the 4" — early 3™ cen-
tury BC?®, and this very fact interprets the whole fo-
rest-steppe situation even better. However, it is the
same Middle Dnieper area which has effectively
yielded things that could be called older and even
archaic ivories. These are the lion protomes disco-
vered in Verkhnya Daryivka, a rural area in south
Shpola (barrow 2; Bo6punckoit 1894, c. 130—
131, 135, ¢ur. 10, 11), and Kholodnyi Yar near
Kamianka (barrow 20, northern grave; boGpunckoii
1887, c. 69—70, 90). Aleksey Bobrinskoy tended
to see knobs of a staff, of a tool or a stick in these
grave goods, as he extensively referred to both
Assyrian and Siberian art for parallels. It has long
been assumed that what was found in Verkhnya
Daryivka is the tip of the armrest of a chair, throne,
or other item of ceremonial furnishings (Mnsuuckas
1975, c. 63). Nowadays, both finds are basically
thought to be pieces of furniture (boarpuk, ®uanko
2013, c. 170—172). Remarkable is the fact that
the red-painted lion’s head of Verkhnya Daryivka
contained joints and insets made of copper/bronze
and jade, with some bone (ivory?) fragments found
next to it.

In Scythian studies, there has been a long-standing
reflection on the origins and dating of the Middle
Dnieper finds. The one from Verkhnya Daryivka
was attributed to lonian orientalizing workmanship
of the 7" century BC (Minns 1913, p. 78, 177, 266),
and since the orientalization was chiefly associated
with Neo-Assyrian art (Minns 1913, p. 263), this
prompted a purely Assyrian attribution of the find
(Meccen 1947, c. 47). Some scholars have argued
that archaic Hellenic works such as this may have

inspired Scythian creativity with the lion theme as
a prototype (Minns 1913, p. 177; Borovka 1928,
p. 47; Kanommuua 1958, ¢. 100). According to an
influential idea, lonic Hellenization had a strong
effect on peri-Euxine tribal tastes right from the ear-
liest times (®apmakoBckuit 1914, ¢. 29—37), so
the ivory tip was attributed to archaic Hellenic pro-
duction of the 6™ century BC (ITokposceka 1957,
c. 70). The source of its origin was then chosen
among orientilized Hellenic workshops in the late
7" — early 6" century BC Mediterranean (Omnaiiko
1960, c. 37; 1966, c. 35, 66), and the proposal
was buttressed with the orientalizing parallels in
the Aegean and lonia® to impart the above-men-
tioned dating tothe whole burial context (Masusckast
1975, c. 53, 62—63, 115 after Dorig 1961, S. 75,
Beil. 44: 1, 2; Wnbunckas, Tepenoxkun 1983,
c. 234; Kossak 1987, S. 76, 80; Kucens 2003, c. 66;
Bonrpuk, ®uanko 2013, ¢. 186) which was once
thought to date back to the 4™ century BC accor-
ding to the rest of its components (Poctosiies 1925,
c. 488—489).

The scholarly statements about the find from
Kholodnyi Yar vary greatly as well. It was about
this find that they claimed that it did not just re-
semble a lion species, but specifically depicted
a lioness (Crimupia 1918, ¢. 100; Pocrosues 1925,
c. 480), since it did not have a mane; and if so, then
the protome from Verkhnya Daryivka should also be
called lioness’. In Kholodnyi Yar, either the Balkan
or West Asian contribution to the Elder Zhurovka
Culture of the 8" — 6™ century BC was suspected
(Crimpra 1918, ¢. 100—101) in view of the orien-
talizing (Neo-Assyrian) mark in what was thought
to be lonian artworks (Minns 1913, p. 78, 266).
And since the Hellenic (lonian) innovations in the
North Pontic area were associated principally with
the workshops and trade in newly founded apoikiali
(PapmakoBckwuii 1914, ¢. 29—37), than the *Olbian
knob’ was thought to represent the late archaic com-
ponent of the 6™ century BC in Kholodnyi Yar, while
the index find of Hellenic tableware has shifted
the dating into the 5% century BC (Pocrosues 1925,
c. 480). Here, the idea is that the date of a burial
site as a whole may differ from dates of prestigious

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imports found there, as these latter, given their
distant origins and durable use lives, may be of an
older age when compared to local grave goods and
the very moment of deposition. The late archaic
Olbian ingredient of the North Pontic animal style
has been repeatedly accentuated in Kholodnyi Yar,
with the special clarification that the local Scythian
tradition has borrowed the image of lion from fo-
reign inventive sources to modify it with birds’
heads (Borovka 1928, p. 43, 48—49; KamommuHna
1950, c. 49; 1958, c. 100, 103, 109). Though it
makes sense to distinguish between the inventory of
a grave and the whole barrow assemblage as dating
units, yet the spearheads, arrowheads and a feline
knob from the northern grave of the barrow No. 20
in Kholodnyi Yar and the tableware and earrings
and a mirror from the central grave thereof have
indicated the 4" century BC (TTokposcbka 1957,
c. 66). Even the narrower date within the 2" half
of the 4™ century BC was proposed for the barrow
context and, specifically, for the lion head of Olbian
(?) origin (Onaiiko 1962, c. 76; 1970, c. 68, 119)
by means of tableware, arrowheads, spearheads,
mirrors, beads, and earrings (ITerpenko 1967, c. 95;
Omnaiixo 1970, c. 59, 67, 113, 118). It was by vir-
tue of comparison with the more graceful and less
schematic specimens of the early animal style that
a developed representative of Hellenic art was re-
cognized here, and it was precisely because of such
a young date that it seemed impossible attributing it
to Neo-Assyrian art (ITokposcbka 1957, ¢. 69—71,
79; Boarpuk, ®uanko 2013, ¢. 172, 186). However,
again, one cannot completely discard the possibility
of depositing a relic of an earlier age, albeit not as
early as the Neo-Assyrian period, in this particular
grave (Mneunckas, Tepenoxkun 1983, c. 255).
According to our own considerations, the arrow-
head types from the northern grave may indeed in-
dicate the 2" half of the 5% century BC; in general,
it is unlikely that the bird’s head motive, which is
somewhat reminiscent of an earring or a curl, over-
steps the limits of the 5" century BC.

While taking some passages verbatim, one may
even think of using skeletal bone (boarpuk, ®uanko
2013, c. 170—172) instead of ivory in the Middle
Dnieper region, and this may seem quite genuine for

the forest-steppe area under study (cf. PangsieBcbka
1982, c. 23). Presently, we tend to stick to Aleksey
Bobrinskoy’s account on ivory in Verkhnya Da-
ryivka, but we would hardly do the same with his
mention on ’bone’ in Kholodnyi Yar (cf. Minns 1913,
p. 78). Specifically, a piece of solid substance having
some 10 cm of length and some 8.0 cm in diame-
ter could well have been obtained for a blank from
elephant incisor®, but it is unlikely that it could have
been acquired from local resources of skeletal bone.
Eventually, we may assume that Aleksey Bobrinskoy
meant ’elephant bone’ (i.e. elephant tusk in Russian)
when he wrote about ’bone’ in Kholodnyi Yar,
though his narrative is occasionally known to use
this last term to define red deer antler as well (e. g.
boopunckoit 1887, ¢. 119, ta6n. Xl: 2, 5, 8—10, 12,
16, 19, 22). It has been constantly said about *bone’
in Kholodnyi Yar (Crumsia 1918, ¢. 100; PocroBiies
1925, c. 480; Kanommua 1950, c. 49; 1958, c. 103;
[Mokposcrka 1957, c¢. 69—71, 79; Omnaiiko 1962,
c. 76; 1970, c. 68, 119; Mnbuuckas, TepeHOKKUH
1983, c. 255), but still it seems that more precise
data about raw material preferences would add a lot
to understanding the origins of the artifact. Hence,
if we dare to claim that it was the Scythian tradition
that produced the *dandyish’ (Crimupsra 1918, c¢. 100)
long-tongued head of Kholodnyi Yar (Mnsunckas,
Tepenoxkun 1983, c. 255), then we should forth-
rightly assume that the domestic ivory carving has
started in the southern forest steppe as early as
the 5" century BC. With a little skepticism added,
one could argue that the exotic raw material like this
could have been worked somewhere else outside of
Scythia, albeit in certain accordance with Scythian
tastes and fashion®.

It is remarkable, however, that the lion(ess)-head
artifacts under scrutiny were found to lack any
gravemates of the same kinds in their barrows, nor
they were accompanied by extra details of furni-
ture or whatsoever, though some unidentified ’bone’
splinters have been reported in Verkhnya Daryivka.
Howbeit, it seems likely that there were wreckages
or detached decorations instead of real stools and
chairs and thrones among the grave goods deposited
in these barrows. Similarly, the early Scythian graves
in the Melgunov Barrow, the barrow No. 3/III near

& The circumference of such a bulk should exceed 250 mm, and the beam measurements in elk antler are reported to fall
far short of this value (Bartosiewicz 2005, p. 344—345, 347). Even if we take the dimensions of this artifact according
to the scale bar from another publication (9 and 7 cm, respectively; TTetpenxo 1967, Ta6n. 14: 9), the beam circumference
will be about 220 mm, which is also too large for an elk antler. If it was this raw material that was chosen (the roughness on
the neck seems to hint at this), then some bulky piece of it should have been used, including the palm. It would be nice, of
course, to operate with the enface view of the protome, and it would be even more better to study it de visu.

®  With regard to the artifact from Kholodnyi Yar, it was noted that “On the territory of local tribes, there are probably much
more such things than we know them, but the bone carving of Olbia has not yet been well studied, and this makes it difficult
to identify the items of its production” (Ownaiixo 1962, c. 76). Here, ’bone carving’ seems to refer to the hard faunal tissues in
general, not ivory in particular, and the research scope seems to focus on the assortment of goods, styles and manufacturing
techniques as the attributing signatures of Olbian workmanship.
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Kelermesskaia and the Kryvyi Rih Barrow (ITpuank
1911, c. 17—18, tab6n. 1; T'anmanuna 1997, c. 154;
Mamnresuu 1958, ¢. 200—201) are known to merely
contain metal parts of furniture that have probably
been selected by steppe people as the most valuable
booties. And what is more, there may not be an arm-
rest in Kholodnyi Yar, but a knob of a heavy scepter.
We do not have an exact idea of how these ivories
were reused before they rested in their graves. But
here below, we have a positive example of how parts
of foreign (outlandish?) rarities can be redesigned
and used again in another milieu and thereby bring
a little diversity into the local background of raw
materials as well as upgrade both shape and style of
the local industry of animal hard tissues. The situa-
tion takes us further north and east from the Middle
Dnieper, to the forest-steppe left-bank Scythia. This
paper explores the matter with the emphasis on art
stylistics, though it necessarily refers to the specia-
lized issues like manufacture and use wear and deco-
ration techniques, which we are expected to focus on
in a while'°.

The Given

In 1996, another portion of the ashmound No. 28
was explored within the western fortified area
of Bilsk City-site (fig. 1). Beneath the ashmound,
there were various pit features of a pair of neigh-
boring homesteads (fig. 2: 1, 2); it was those who
lived there who commenced the formation of the
black soil occupation layer and the ashmound around
the place. Judging by the peculiarities of the invento-
ry, and above all the imported pottery types (3aauu-
ko 2003, puc. 1; 2007, puc. 2: 8; 2013, c. 369, puc. 1:
11), the whole lot of these early features and deposits
recovered below the depth marks 0.5—0.7 m, with
those rare finds obtained from the layer above the bu-
ried soil which was lying at a depth of 1.2 m, may
correspond to the chronological subphases Bilsk-B2
and -C1" (fig. 2: 3, 4). The artifact assemblage of
the homestead No. 1 with the pithouse No. 9, for its
part, bears closest resemblance to that of the sub-
phase Bilsk-B2 within the 1% quarter of the 6™ centu-
ry BC; by the 2" quarter of that century, or as late as
the mid-6" century BC, the dugout had already been
backfilled until it was finally covered by the altar
which dates back to as late as the end of the 6™ centu-
ry BC (Illpamko, CHuTKO, 3aHUKOB, MaspeBckas
2021, c. 361, 375—377, 389).

It was in the archaeological context of the
homestead No. 1, that a thought-provoking ob-
ject was found (fig. 3). Over the years, it has only

been accessible through a field report (IlIpamko
1997, c. 19, puc. 32) and a brief published account
(LIpamko, Cuutko, 3aanukoB, Manspesckas 2021,
c. 373, 377). The findspot was sandwiched between
the buried soil surface and the base of the ashmound
right outside the southern edge of the pithouse No. 9
(fig. 2: 2, 3).

The find now reposes in the Museum of Archa-
eology of V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National University
(inv. No. BH—334). The preserved sample has
88.5 mm of length, 19.5 mm for maximum width,
and 7.7 mm of thickness. To begin with, it consists
of the substance of a gigantic tooth. Having thin-
layered and fine-wavy structures on the broad end
as well as on the sides of the sample at our dispo-
sal (fig. 3: e, b, d), an Elephantidae tusk is most ex-
pected; it takes special analytical means to detail our
proposal though. It is nonetheless interesting that
(1) in the minor cross-section, the above-mentioned
laminate packages lie flat and in an arc, while in the
bigger cross-sections they lie flat and diagonally;
(2) in the planar exfoliation (fig. 3: c; 5), corruga-
ted formations are observed to outstretch along the
object’s entire length; (3) there are no visible signs
in here of Schreger angles specific for the dissected
dentines in Elephantidae. The sample’s width could
well accommodate both streaky layers of the exterior
cementum and some dentine with Schreger angles,
and in other situations it could consist, mainly or
entirely, of dentine. It is this last assumption which
we lean on, since the lamination in cementum, un-
like this observed, normally looks much more fused,
and the sample from Bilsk displays no well-defined
borderlines usually visible between cementum and
dentine. Hence, if we take a proboscidean attribu-
tion in general, the lamellar object like this may well
be placed along the bulk of the tusk; both the broad
end (fig. 3: e) and the subpyramidal point (fig. 3:
f) would then represent transversal cross-sections of
the tusk, which are not at all conducive to observing
Schreger angles due to limited area of highly uneven
surfaces. By the curve of the lamination, among the
wide sides of the objects we can recognized the one,
which would be facing the core of the tusk (fig. 3:
e, the half below). And lastly, high density and so-
lidity may indicate a relatively fresh ivory in Bilsk,
while the archaeological mammoth tusk artifacts are
basically marked by far-gone macro- and microfrac-
turing, which are known to mark many modern-day
ivories as well. In Ukraine, mammoth tusks in natu-
ral deposition are constantly found badly crumbling,
and if they were dug up in the 1% millennium BC,

they would hardly be suitable for carving anything
really substantial.

Evidently, the ivory item was longer than it is.
The transversal cross section is fractured yet clearly
readable as a rectangle with rounded corners, 7.7 x
19.5 mm (fig. 3: e), which is why a lamellar bar with
smooth faceted edges is what we can visualize for
the whole body. Once upon a time, some 70 mm of
its length were truncated in width and thickness, so
that both the narrow and broad faces brought toge-
ther to form a wedged point, originally focused, but
now broken off and worn out. On the opposite end,
in the place where the narrow faces are in parallel
and at a distance of 20.5—23 mm from the fracture,
a slightly curved linear bottom of a spacious saw cut
is observed, with the 3.3 mm thick flank of ivory
preserved by its side. Within the available portion of
the saw cut area, a little away from the long axis of
the plate, is a 1.3 mm wide hole. Close to the edge and
right on the fracture line, another suchlike borehole is

clogged with a 4.5 mm long piece of iron; a similar
borehole was probably drilled through the opposite
margin.

A Panther in Profile and a Patterned Panel

One of the broad sides of the artifact contains
damaged images of two animals, and the opposite
side displays a fragmented pattern of lines and fi-
gures (fig. 4).

The engraved animal representations are com-
posed of discrete and shallow cuts (up to 0.2 mm on
average). We have to refrain from providing detailed
descriptions of individual cut marks and intersections
and confluxes until there is more space and time for
such a presentation. In the meantime, the following
features should be highlighted.

A transversal fracture passes through the out-
lines of a red deer (?) (fig. 4: a). Here, the cut marks
are straight (abdominal groove, spinal groove, and,
perhaps, anterior shin groove), curved (hind quarter
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pithouses 9 & 4 and adjacent pits (after Illpamko, Cuutko, 3anHukos, Mamspesckas 2021, puc. 3); the findspot of
the ivory artifact is marked with the target sign at the southern margin of the pithouse No. 9; 3 — north and south
cross section of the pithouse No. 9 (sectors from *AB’ to 'III’; after Ipamko, Cuutko, 3aaHNKOB, ManspeBckas
2021, puc. 5); the conventional depth mark of the ivory artifact is applied to the profile next to the altar; 4 — north
and south cross section through the area of the homestead No. 1 (sectors from *AE’ to "X’; after [lIpamko, CHuUTKO,
3agaukoB, Mamspesckas 2021, puc. 5).

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anterior groove and, perhaps, posterior shin groove),
and mixed (rump groove). The long cuts are com-
plex, that is, consisting of more than one engraved
element. There are some stray marks and forma-
tions in here, such as the subabdominal groove,
the side-spinal groove, as well as a short notch at
the junction of the hind quarter anterior groove and
the anterior shin groove. Only enclosed grooves are
missing. Apart of these, there are two hind quarter
inner grooves presumably representing a false rump
or shin and a tail respectively.

Most of the expanse is occupied by the portrait
of a panther (fig. 4: a). The carving work looks ba-
sically deeper than that of a red deer (up to 0.6 mm).
There is not a single well-preserved groove here
that could be called truly straight, except perhaps
for a nose bridge. The rest of the grooves are curved
(forehead, nose, nose wing, lips, chin, cheek, lower
jaw, ear, neck, scruff, chest, belly, shoulder, elbow,
forelimb, paw, thigh, shin, ankle, hindlimb, foot, and
tail), while the figure of the eye is enclosed. Longer
cuts basically consist of multiple engraved elements.
Neck wrinkles and ribs are rendered with curved
grooves. Numerous surface modifications are ob-
served throughout the panther’s body and next to it;
some of these reflect faults and trials made by a car-
ver when decorating the ivory, others are the result of
its reshaping and reuse.

The geometric pattern on the reverse side com-
bines engraving and trihedral-notched tooth carving
(fig. 4: b). The patterned area, partially survived from
all-around alterations, consists of the plain background
and a composition of simple elements: (1) lines, by
which deltas and lozenges are formed, and (2) triangu-
lar incisions. In here, the mid-axial groove and the side
edging groove are the guiding ones and divide the ex-
panse into two ranks. The ranks are criss-crossed with
a network of diagonal lines forming together a conti-
nuous argyle structure supplemented with incised
triangles. The patterned panel looks more elaborated
than the images of red deer and panther, with the depth
in lines and triangles reaching 1.0 mm, and therefore it
is read well against the background of ivory.

Neither a Knife nor a Mirror

Faced with the fact of fixing something by using
holes and pins, we have met the challenge of choo-
sing between an opened deep groove and a closed
slot when staring at the drilled saw cut. Another point
was that we should try and tell a stub of a nail from
a stumpy clamping pin. Here, without going into de-
tailed descriptions, the most crucial points are only
spotlighted.

An arched saw cut which ends with an oblique
cut mark (fig. 3: b) seems to testify in favor of the
groove; the same is evidenced by the extensive fa-
cets of breakage next to the saw cut, since these

could well have been resulted from detachment
of a long ivory splinter containing a missing side
flank (fig. 3: c). If half-lap or cross-lap methods
had been chosen to join two ivory pieces together,
the bulk would probably have been sawn first to
width (transverse plane section) and then to length
(frontal plane section), but even if in reverse order,
there are no traces here reflecting transverse cutting
to form a shoulder, unless the cut was made so care-
fully (and yet so crookedly) that it never touched
the cheek, which seems doubtful (fig. 5). The linear
cut marks clearly indicate that the saw was moving
in frontal plane, leaving long flanks on either side of
the saw cut (cf. Taspuirok, Ycauyk 1999, c. 113—
114, puc. 2: 1—3; 4: 2—5). Cutters are the most
suitable tools for extracting ivory from narrow en-
closed slots in frontal plane, but they must have left
traces of a different kind (cf. Semenov 1970, p. 165,
fig. 82: 6, 12; 83: 4).

Assuming that the flanks of the groove were
perfectly similar, we must reckon that the missing
flank also had at least three pin holes. Considering
this, a flat inset up to 1.0—21.1 mm thick could be
fitted into the groove. The most obvious fixing solu-
tion would be that the inset was perforated in exactly
the same manner as the flanks; three 7.7—7.8 mm
long pins are supposed to pierce the dentine, as
well as that something held in it, though a clam-
ping method should not be denied completely, with
4.5—5 mm long pins pressing the inset unilaterally
or squeezing it on either side.

Looking at the wire pin from Bilsk, one would
have a hard time identifying a rivet in it, since
the normal iron rivets in Early Iron Age knife and
mirror handles are 2 to 3 mm thick rods with their
heads peened flat and wide. In addition, the grooves
of bone and antler knife handles in forest-steppe
Scythia are mostly adapted for 2 to 3 mm thick
knife tangs (LlIpamko b. 1965a, c. 513; IlIpamko U.
1994, puc. 20—22). But what matters most is that in
Bilsk, grooved knife handles are evidenced as ear-
ly as the Bilsk-D subphase (ITerpenko 1967, c. 26;
lamanuna 1977; Illpamxo M. 1994, c. 91—93),
while the most ancient knife handle scales were only
noted in Bilsk-C1 (Illpamko b. 1965b, c. 143; 1987,
c. 43, 44, puc. 12: 25; llIpamxko M. 1994, ¢. 88—91;
[Ipamxko, IIpamko, 3amnikoB 2018, c. 185, 240,
kar. 429; IlIpamxko, 3amuikos 2020, c¢. 5—13) and
the mirror handles of similar design, made of bone
or antler, have not been registered in Scythia until
the 4™ century BC, and so far only one specimen
is known (Kysueroa 2010, c. 206). Accordingly,
the fastening of a metal mirror with a help of what-
ever like rivets and nails and pins has so far been
postponed for purely chronological reasons and,
incidentally, a full red deer image would imply up
to 30 mm of surplus ivory and, perhaps, more pins,
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although a regular mirror does not require a slot as
deep as this (ca 50 mm)*2,

If there was a sort of a blade in the groove, then
the latter may seem quite roomy to hold the slim-
mest Scythian knives (cf. Panzierceka 1982, c. 30;
laBpuiiok, Yeauyk 1999, c. 114). But it is the tiny
pins that seem most unsuitable for holding the tang
securely, especially when the groove lacks a lock
or a stopper for the tang and spine. However, it is
worth waiting a little before adding ’nor a handle’ to
the heading above, since the inset could have been
light-weight, small-sized, and, perhaps, soft and elas-
tic, such as foil, canvas, felt, leather, wood veneer,
cords, horsehair, fur, wool, feathers and the like,
as well as possible combinations of them. And if
a member to which the grooved object was attached
was made of the same ivory material, then it must
have had a tenon to match a thin mortise; not a bad
idea for a composite hair comb, a jewellery box, etc.
We wish we knew the exact purpose and function of
the grooved ivory from Western Bilsk.

Animalisms

In early Scythian art, panther was among the cen-
tral forms of its imagery. However, according to
Tatiana Riabkova’s observations (Psioxosa 2005,
c. 49), representations of feline predators are not very
numerous. The one from Bilsk is the perfect canon of
the Scythian animal style which involves some fe-
lines rampant (Mnsunckas 1971, c¢. 67—68), some
curled up (Ikypxo 1969, c. 31—32; UnbunCcKas
1971, c. 68, 72—78; TlorpeboBa, Pacrckuii 1992,
c. 104—107; Tlomumouu 1994, c. 63—76) and
some standing or lying down, viewed in profile, with
their paws and tails tucked in, their necks bent and
their heads bowed (Mnsuuckas 1971, c. 68, 70—72;
Psa6xoBa 2005, ¢. 49—50).

The engraving from Bilsk (fig. 4: a) is in many
ways similar to the famous panther from the bar-
row No. 1/IIT near Kelermesskaia (l'amanuna 1997,
c. 116—118, ta6n. 3: 15; [Homumosuu 2010, c. 229,
puc. 1; Anekcees 2012, c. 68—71). According to some
scholars (Mnbunckast 1971, c. 70; TlepeBomurkoBa
1994, c. 98—99; TI'ajanmna 1997, c. 118; Kucenb
1998, c. 64—65, 67; 2003, c. 48—50; ITorpedona,
Paesckuit 1992, c. 100), a special manner, in which
the panther image of Kelermesskaia is rendered, may
reveal both strong contribution from West Asian art
tradition and deviation from the canon of Scythian

art, the fact manifested mostly in such features like
applying principles of perspective when depicting
all four limbs and both ears, the wide opened mouth,
puckered in a snarl, showing bared teeth and canines
and tongue, as well as the eye and a zigzag cellular
design of the ear both inlaid with colorful substances.
There are some reasons, however, for associating most
of these attributes with the eastern Scythian contribu-
tion (I[Momumouy 2010, c. 240—241).

Howbeit, both Bilsk and Kelermesskaia pan-
thers display a series of conventional features that
are characteristic to early Scythian art. Their necks
are long and stretched forward, their foreheads are
rounded, their cheeks are chubby and chins are orbed,
and their ears are so big® that they go far beyond
the outlines of their heads. Their mouths are open to
form wide semi-ovals, their tails are tucked in, their
thighs and shins are well differentiated* and clear-
cut shoulders and elbows are accentuated. Unlike the
panther plaque from Kelermesskaia, the engraving
from Bilsk represents a lying cat in profile, its nose
shaped like a volute with no signs of a round nostril
next to it. Its eye is roughly rectangular due to the
carving technique used, and lacks a central point for
the pupil. Its ear is suboval, not drop-shaped. Both
the fore- and hindlimb are shown tucked in under-
neath its belly and touching each other, with paws
designed like simple volutes, and its tail is long and
plain. Neither the limbs nor the tail are filled with
smaller images. The engraving also lacks the so-
called foreign cultural attributes that have repeatedly
attracted attention of scholars discussing the pan-
ther image from Kelermesskaia. At the same time,
the strict profile view, voluted paws and open mouth
have parallels among the artifacts from Ziwiye,
while the volute of the nose resembles a lotus design
(ITorpe6oga, Paeckuii 1992, c. 89—103).

A similar approach can be traced in the ant-
ler image of a feline beast found at the city-site
of Khotiv which, according to Yuriy Polidovych
(KpaBuenko Ta in. 2017, c. 93), can be attributed
to the Kelermesskaia—Saqqez stylistics and, being
probably made somewhere in the North Caucasia,
could well have been brought to the right-bank
Dnieper forest steppe.

The carved ivory from Bilsk is perhaps an ad-
venturer of the same sort. It was the spectacular
Kelermesskaia plaque, as well as its parallels in to-
reutics, equestrian cloaks, horsecloths, tents, carpets,

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and even tattoos, that could well serve
as a source of inspiration, yet could
hardly be a steadily studied model at
hand. The Bilsk artist has managed
to catch and render many determining
traits of the feline beast of prey by
means of early Scythian stylistic con-
ventionality. Unlike the person who
made the Kelermesskaia masterpiece,
the carver has tried and convey the key
idea of the big cat without resorting to
smaller details. The engraving is sim-
ple and unaccomplished and naive,
with shallow and sometimes poorly
readable lines.

Although another animalistic ima-
ge is still residually seen before the
panther’s forehead, it seems unlikely
that a fully realistic hunting scene or
another vivid action was conceived
here, at least because of the fact that
both faunal characters are represented
with their paws in opposite directions.
Meanwhile, it may seem reasonable
that such a solution is a special ear-
mark of the compositional thinking.
The carved work like this could have
been quite meaningful for the author
and/or the user and could remind of an
image or images they have ever seen to
be shaped in accordance with the fami-
liar creative attitude and a good fistful
of traits from the Near East, where some
workshops probably operated, specia-
lizing in making luxury goods for the
warlike horsemen (Mapuuckas 1971,
c. 65—66; Kucemns 1998, c. 67; 2003,
c. 101—102; PsokoBa 2021, c. 92).

Geometrics

Art objects of forest steppe origin
combining motives of the Scythian
animal style with diverse geometrics
have already been discussed elsewhere
(BsizspmuTiHa 1963, c. 162—163,
puc. 5; Unbunckas 1975, c. 19, 110,
tabm. VI: 10, 11; Anapuenxo 1978,
c. 289; Tlorpe6osa, PaeBckmii 1999,
c. 266, 271, puc. 3: 1, 2; banmxypoBckui,

Byitnos 2000, c. 194, puc. 53: 4; Kynarosa, Ckopbii,
Cymnpynenko 2006, c. 51—52, puc. 6: 1; 3agHikoB
2023), but in Bilsk, such a combination was revealed
for the first time back then in 1996.

Looking for the closest similarities, we turn to
the Late Geometric ivory plaques of the late 8" —
early 7" century BC from the Orthia sanctuary in
Sparta (Kopanias 2009, figs. 12.1—12.4). Linear,
notched and circular elements are combined there
with figurative carving in relief. To adorn the aprons,
coats and wings of human-like figures (and of the
ITotvion in particular), a saltire with notched triangles
and a zigzag band with the same notches were used
(fig. 6: 2—4a, b). Specifically, both motives may be
interpreted as the recurring merger of deltas with
triangles within, but when the bases of the deltas of
the neighboring saltires are connected, a real bisec-
ted lozenge comes to light, with the triangle notch in
each half (fig. 6: 3, on either side of the axis).

Itis, however, the Early Orientalizing times ivory
figurine of the first half of the 7™ century BC from

Crete (Kopanias 2009, fig. 12.13) which provides the
most striking resemblance to the ivory No. 5266 of
Bilsk. In the Idaean Cave, the upright panel of the
garment is organized like an argyle structure of dou-
ble-ranked lozenges and deltas; each lozenge is filled
in with two triangular notches, their vertices direc-
ted oppositely, so they form a sort of bisected rhom-
bus (fig. 6: 4d, 5), although another Cretan work is
known to contain true rhombi within lozenge cells
(Kopanias 2009, p. 128, figs. 12.10, 12.12: ¢) (fig. 6:
4c). The peculiarity of the Bilsk ivory (fig. 6: 1) is
that the mid-axial groove introduces a new comple-
Xity to the composition by rearranging its elements.
As a result, some lozenges only contain a single
notch which is semi-isomorphic to the cell it fills
in, whereas a median rank of neighboring deltas and
notches, which form a bisected rhombus, supple-
ments the whole pattern with the sought-for symme-
try. In contrast to Laconia, both in Crete and Bilsk,
four notched triangles are not observed to converge
with their vertices towards the junction of the saltire.

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The ivory from Crete is also notable due to the fact
that some nails and, probably, mortises and tongues
were used to assemble the statuette.

From this point, a cautious assumption may fol-
low that the ivory find from Bilsk could originally
represent a highly schematized apron of a statuette
of a goddess and/or priestess from somewhere in
the Aegean or the Eastern Mediterranean®.

Thus, having in mind the early dates of the Bal-
kan-Aegean specimens, we should be far from
believing that the original rarity’s own age is ne-
cessarily tied to the dates of the emergence of
the ashmound No. 28 in Bilsk. The most embarras-
sing, however, is the fact that the geometric deco-
ration, not to mention the pictures of animals, is
not made as confidently and skillfully as the ivo-
ry lamella, with its even outlines and careful fini-
shing and precise riveting. Without insisting that
the Laconian and Cretan carvers did not go through
the trials and errors in their pupilage and that they,
after having learned, did not allow some negligence
in decorating well-made things, we still have to
consider, albeit cursorily, the possibility of imita-
ting the geometric and subgeometric styles by peo-
ple from somewhere in the North Pontic milieu.

It should be noted at once that the patterns un-
der scrutiny do display certain resemblance with
the widespread geometric varieties in the Caucasia
and forest-steppe Scythia of the 7" century BC
(Morpe6osa, Paesckuit 1999; Mormios 2005;
Haparan 2011, c. 436—439; 3amnuxor 2023).
At the same time, there are elemental and structu-
ral differences between them, and it would be a kind
of grotesque to discuss them en masse, in isolation
from a detailed typological classification. A grid of
diagonally bisected rectangles with notched right tri-
angles in adjacent halves is the most salient motive
in the North Pontic and circum-Caucasian trends.
Basically, unlike Laconia, saltires and circles are
occasional (Bsspmutuna 1963, puc. 2; Shelekhan,
Lifantii 2016, fig. 3: 1), and zigzags are only formed
by notched triangles, not lines (Kynarosa, Ckopsii,
Cynpynenko 2006, puc. 6: 1; Bsspmurnna 1963,
puc. 7). The most ample similarity to the Laconian
ornamental carvings appears, however, in the red
deer antler ’nammer head’ discovered in the city-site
at Pastyrske, the right-bank Middle Dnieper region,
and used, probably, for a T-shaped cane handle or
atip of a staff. The habitation context of the find dates
back to the late 6" — early 5% century BC (SIxosenxo
1968, c. 179—180, 184—186; 1969). Here, both zig-
zags (actually, clenched deltas with triangular not-
ches inside) and saltires are flaunting themselves in
a carpet-like harmony.

More Considerations on Possible Origins and
Precise Dating

And so, in southern part of European forest-
steppe, both Cretan and Laconian decorative ap-
proaches are available. In their own homelands, they
date back to as late as the 1% half of the 7" century
BC, while the dates of the city-site discoveries at
Bilsk and Pastyrske are too young, aren’t they?

First, it can be assumed that the Geometric times
ornamentation has survived the ages to be steadily re-
produced in almost all its purity and completeness in
the faraway Scythia. Certainly, the most archaic deco-
rated artifacts in the North Pontic area and Caucasia
are not too roomy to unfold canonical schemes in
full, but when there is enough space, then the rank of
bisected rectangles and right triangles is persistently
reproduced, while the remaining linear and notched
motives are the relicts (cf. Moruwmos 2005, puc. 3:
1—5; Maparan 2011, puc. V. 37: 1—4). It turns out
that the specimens from the younger archaeological
contexts, Bilsk and Pastyrske, stand closer to the East
Aegean and Balkan ivories than those of older con-
texts, some of which, by the way, are made of antler
and bone that were commonplace raw materials at
the latitudes north of the Euxine. From what has been
said, it would seem that the outstanding finds in Bilsk
and Pastyrske are closely, if not immediately, related
with the works and days of far-distant western ergas-
teria and separated from comparable pursuits in their
closest environments.

A likely reason can be found in the widespread
practice of caring for the most exotic, prestigious
and stylish things, however near or however far they
were manufactured, in order to transmit them to the
nearest descendants (cf. Choyke 2009, p. 31—37); it
is not surprising that some age-old rarities did not
withstand too many changes and just turned into us-
able raw material, unless the North Pontic folk have
acquired something already broken to adorn and re-
use it and then break this something again prior to the
next reuse. If there is an iota of truth in this, then the
ivory curiosity (a figurine?), or a part of it, could in-
deed have been obtained once upon a time in Western
Asia, as the Cimmerian and Scythian troopers have
got into the habit of paying visits to the local tem-
ples and palaces. Someway, the obtained one could
eventually get to Bilsk, be damaged once more (or
as many times as it may be) and become a tool, un-
less this had been already made during the rampage
overseas. In the course of transformations, a besti-
ary could be applied to the plain surface. The events
could have happened during the 7™ century BC and
ended with the deposition of a tool beneath the ash-
mound by the 6" century BC. Everything would be

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fine, but the whole story suggests either the occur-
rence of products by Balkan-Aegean craftsmen in
the Near East or else the imitative acquaintance of an
artful archer with archaic Balkan-Aegean decorative
approaches. And if the first premise, in general, is not
completely absurd, then the second one can hardly
overcome our assumptions on authentic western ori-
gin of both the item and the geometric pattern.

And lastly, the assumptions arise about some
early contacts with the Balkan-Aegean ivory carvers
and the intermediary transfer of their creations to
the North Pontic area, possibly through Borisphenida
(Berezan Island) starting right from the mid-7"" cen-
tury BC. But even in this case, one should have kept
in mind a protracted fifty- to eighty-year-old use-life
history of the ivory of Bilsk prior to its deposition
in the cold ground underneath the warm ashes. Is it,
however, a realistic option that the Geometric tradi-
tion of ivory carving was still alive, if not in Laconia
and Crete, then elsewhere in the West, until the early
6" century BC? If so, then the ivory object, so far ob-
scure to us in terms of its primary function, could have
come to Bilsk from its genuine environments, either
par terre or par mer, through the agency of seaside
apoikiai. Howbeit, the homestead No. 1 in Western
Bilsk is known to yield some amphorae, tableware
and personal ornaments produced in lonia and on the
island of Lesbos within the time range from the last
quarter of the 7" until the 1% half of the 6" century BC
(IIpamko, Cuutko, 3aaHukoB, Maspesckas 2021,
c. 375—377, 389). Some shop-soiled ivory leftovers
of older ages may of course have been brought from
these lands along with attractive novelties and rela-
tively durable containers, but it seems that the idea
of anachronisms is not the only possible in this case.
Still, in short words, on the island of Berezan, the
Rhodian and lonian painted oinochoe and lekane of
the late 7" — the 1% quarter of the 6™ century BC
are reported to be found displaying a set of notable
patterns such as (1) a perimeter band of clenched
linear deltas interspaced with dark-colored trian-
gles (Koneiikuna 1982, c. 8, puc. 3: a) and (2) a ro-
sette formed by acute-angled petals, with deltas in
the background and the nested triangles, their sides
concaved (CkymHosa 1960, puc. 9; Koneiikuna 1982,
c. 8, puc. 3: 6; bopuchen — bepesann 2005, c. 32,
Ne 13).

The first motive is exactly the same which the
old carvers in Laconia repeatedly produced (fig. 6:
2—4a, b). The dusky triangles are quite large, which
is probably due to the efforts of increasing the color-
ful spotted component against the bare background,
since the painting lacks the usual play of light and
shadow of a carved relief. Compositionally and sty-
listically, the all-around layout of the outside of oino-
choe’s bottom is perfectly built for such an emphati-
cally radiant motive, while in older periods, the same

or alike circular area could well be supplemented with
complete saltire figures, characteristic of Laconian
ivory carving. The distorted triangles of the second
motive are reminiscent of notched carving, although
this technique of making clear-cut figures more
graceful also looks impressive in brush painting. A
simple rank of deltas is given by the Cretan carvings
as well (fig. 6: 4c, d, 5), while in Bilsk the vertices
from opposite ranks are connected, as if launching a
draft of real saltires (fig. 6: 1). What exactly is miss-
ing in the imported lonian pottery in Borisphenida/
Berezan is the specific open lozenge with triangles
(cf. fig. 6: 1, 5). It does not display pure saltire and tri-
angle bundles as well, though the figurative painting
is nonetheless interspersed with saltires and simple
angles on the dish dating back to the last quarter of
the 7™ century BC (Ckyxauosa 1960, puc. 2). And be-
sides, the background deltas with curved painted tri-
angles around the narrow petal rosette on the lekane
(Ckynnosa 1960, puc. 9) seem to hint at a kind of
opening of such a figure as if it were a flower. There
are no ranks of real open lozenges on both oinochoe
and lekane because they only lack well-accentuated
argyle structures in their décor. Meanwhile, separa-
ted open lozenges with minor rhombi in combina-
tion with delta-based structures seem to occur more
often than once in Berezan (Ckyanosa 1960, puc. 3,
4,9, 10), while the most excellent samples of rhom-
bi and ’semi-rhombi’ and argyle structures can be
seen in the form of metopes on fragments of bowls
of the late 640s — early 630s BC thereof (Byiickux
2019, c. 12—13, puc. 1: 1.3, 1.4). Well-developed ar-
gyle patterns with framed rhombi and triangles great-
ly resembling those in the ivory of Bilsk are known
to appear in black-figure Attic pottery of the late
7" century BC (Ohly 1961, Beil. 2—5). Thus, it can
be argued that in the West, vase painting and ivory
carving were traditionally related in terms of basic
motives, and that the pattern in Bilsk could be bor-
rowed from occasionally encountered foreign vase
painting. However, what intrigues us most is the very
presence of ivory so far from the homeland of ele-
phants.

Some Final Remarks

According to the aforementioned observations
and assumptions, its is suggested that the reused
carved ivory of Bilsk may represent the authentic
east Hellenic creation, with the 1% quarter of the
6" century BC as the terminus ante quem for its
manufacture. The staff tip from Pastyrske would
seem to resemble the archaic carving of Laconia, the
method of which goes back deep into the 8" century
BC and could likely be adopted from somewhere to
the south of the Euxine and beyond (Kopanias 2009,
p. 129—130). Nonetheless, the red deer antler ar-
tifact belongs to the context of a far more younger
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age and we have many reasons to choose between
the West Anatolian antler industry’s very own repre-
sentative and a very skillful North Pontic imitation
of the décor from Hellenic painted pottery. Red deer
antler is a traditionally genuine raw material in both
Anatolia and the Dnieper region, which does not
bring much clarity to the issue of the place of ori-
gin and authorship of the hammer-like artifact from
Pastyrske. Comparison of the technique of ornamen-
tation of this artifact and that of the ivory from Bilsk
is only possible with a detailed de visu study of
the Pastyrske specimen. On the other hand, the rank
of well-developed saltires with curved triangles in
Severynivka (Shelekhan, Lifantii 2016, fig. 3: 1) as
well as the bisected squares with curved triangles
in Zhabotyn (Bsisemutuna 1963, puc. 6) are carved
on the locally manufactured antler cheek-piece and
bone fastener (?) respectively.

The situation, if not cleared up, is somewhat en-
riched with details due to the fragment of a wooden
lid discovered in the burial No. 15 in Gaston-Uota,
North Ossetia. The find represents a zoomorphic han-
dle covered with multiple ranks of clenched deltas
and notched triangles. The grave goods assemblage
dates back to the late 5™ — early 4™ century BC, with
some weapons and personal ornaments that even go
back to the 6" century BC. It is also assumed that
a beast of prey which curled up and rested its muzzle
on its front paws, its nose upturned, is a typical ima-
ge in both Near Eastern and Caucasian plastic arts
(Mommuckwuit 2006, c. 69, 75, 103, 114—115, 124,
141—142, 204, puc. 40: 1). The Gaston-Uota orna-
mented wolf (?) turns to be even younger in age than
artifacts of Bilsk and Pastyrske and may signalize
a rather long occurrence of carved delta-and-triangle
patterns in the Caucasia.

By-and-by, a leading source looms out of the dis-
tance, from where carved ivories have been reaching
the banks of the Dnieper from the 7" until the 5" cen-
tury BC, and it was the mainland of Western Anatolia
with adjacent islands. The earliest imports, like
the feline head from Verkhnya Daryivka, are basical-
ly interpreted as the spoils of war arrived at their final
destinations from Asia Minor through the Caucasia,
while those of the later period, like the Kholodnyi
Yar lioness, are thought to be gifts and commodities
obtained from the entrepot of Olbia, with Verkhnya
Daryivka referred to as one of the milestones along
the Chornyi shlyakh, ’the Black Road’, a traditional
terrestrial route connecting the links of the local dis-
tribution network in the watershed area of the Hnylyi
Tikych, the Inhul and the Tyasmyn (Bontpuk,
®uainko 2013, c. 185, 187).

lonian ivory is also grasped in a halfway posi-
tion in the North Caucasia by the barrow No. 17 of
the 2" half of the 6" century BC in Novozavedennoe-
I1. Two worked elephant tusk samples found in the
barrow display animalistic pictures framed with
linear and circular patterns (ITerperko, Macios,
Kantoposuu 2006, c. 393, 401, 408, puc. 5: 1).
Knowing the post-campaign date of the barrow as
well as that the Rhodian and lonian painted pot-
tery have been getting Scythia as early as the late
7" century BC via apoikiai of Borisphenida and
Panticapaeum (cf. Bushuika in the Lower Don area,
Tsukur on the Taman Peninsula, Temir-Gora and
Filatovka in Crimea), one would necessarily ponder
the question whether the ivories in Novozavedennoe-
Il and Bilsk were booties and faraway battlefield
finds or merchandise and homely gifts.

The earliest trophies and peri-military souve-
nirs discovered in the North Pontic archaeological
sites are mostly of Urartian, Neo-Assyrian, Median,
Lydian, and Phrygian origin (Kucens 2003, c. 135),
and the Urartian faience rosette bead of the 2" half
of the 7" century BC was found, by the way, in the
homestead No. 1in Western Bilsk (LlIpamko, CHuTKO,
3annukoB, Manspesckas 2021, ¢. 376). The overall
artifact record of the homestead may suggest that
the person who owned it could have been a mid-
dle-rank warrior (Illpamko, CHHTKO, 3aTHHKOB,
Maunspesckas 2021, c. 374). Nonetheless, having
had a complexly structured 30 square meter house
in his command, the master may have had a signi-
ficant social status, possibly due to being a steppe
nomad involved into Near Eastern campaigns after
which he could settle down in the forest-steppe city
as a founder of his own homestead. It is not surpri-
sing that clear glass and faience rosette beads, vari-
ous Hellenic tableware types, cowrie shells, bronze
pins, a figurative bow limb tip made of antler, deco-
rated talus bones etc. were found there in the dug-
out and minor pits (Illpamko W. 2015; IIpamko 1.
2019; Ipamko, CHuTKO, 3aHUKOB, ManspeBckas
2021, puc. 11, 14; Zadnikov 2021, p. 227, fig. 7).
The question is, which foreign constituents in here
are reminders of a dashing youth, and which was
acquired by calmful maturity?

Exceptionally rare and badly damaged archa-
ic ivories in the North Pontic area have never been
seriously considered as items of trade or exchange,
though with regard to the artifact from Verkhnya
Daryivka, it was supposed to choose between “a tro-
phy or an early import” (Unbunckast, TepeHOKKUH
1983, c. 234). Both the forest-steppe and steppe
peoples in the North Pontic area had failed to show

%1t may seem highly plausible that the two ivory pieces discovered in the barrow No. 17 in Novozavedennoe-I1 could have
been imported, like many other combs in subsequent centuries (cf. footnote 5). A detailed and well-documented publication
of these finds is nonetheless highly expected, and it would save us from conjectures and misinterpretations.
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a well-cultivated figurative art before the raids were
on, and their feelings towards the West Asian dolls
and idols could vary from surprise and delight to ridi-
cule and disgust, but these works obviously remained
attractive as raw materials. Having chances to get
a thing right there in lonia, a certain Scythian rider
could break it back then, across the sea, and make
a tool so suitable for cavalry field use.

The redesign of a regular grooved lamella from
Bilsk into a rude wedged tool followed after the for-
mer had served its purpose of a riveted joint in the
form of an ornamented grooved bar with mutually
parallel faces and rounded edges. It may seem likely
that before the rarity was finally broken, — in Bilsk
or wherever else — it has first been embellished with
beasties and later the piece of ivory has been remo-
deled into a pointed tool, when both the remainders
of authentic décor and the later animalistic engra-
vings have been reduced by cutting and scraping.

Like the ivories from Laconia and Crete, the one
from Bilsk may well pertain to the ritual furni-
shing of an eastern Hellenic sanctuary as a statuette
of goddess/priestess. Let us take a badly shattered
ivory statuette found in the Artemision in Ephesus
(Bammer, Muss 1996, S. 31—32, Abb. 28; lBanunk
2001, c. 95, 97, puc. 43: 3) as an example (fig. 7: 1);
in there, underneath the foundation of the building,
a number of ivories were discovered that date back
to the 1% half of the 6" century BC (MBanuuk 2001,
c. 90). It is interesting that the pedestal with a female

figurine is based upon a feline (leopard?) head. Such
a combination brings to mind the ivory feline head
from Verkhnya Daryivka which thus could have been
part of a temple or altar furnishing. In this regard,
among the 7" century BC western Hellenic artworks,
the group of ivory figurines depicting the winged
goddess in the center with a pair of free-sitting lions
(Dorig 1961, Abb. 1), as well as the group of cary-
atides with lion protomes at their feet (Dorig 1961,
Beil. 46: 1, 2), should be mentioned.

The trivial view of ivories as unclaimed or even
contemptible boons among the Scythians and their
nearest neighbors may even get stronger since now
the sample has been replenished with the find in
Bilsk which supposedly belonged to a foreign wor-
ship, and a very special attitude to the object is evi-
dent. However, some additional data have long been
available that the northern herdsmen and warriors
could accept ready-made gods as goods and gifts,
or even order them made on purpose. Among these,
the winged female deity holding wild cats is re-
nowned that was customarily associated with Cybele/
Artemis in Western Asia during the archaic period
(becconoma 1983, c. 82, 86; Baxruna 1998, c. 69;
2000, c. 66; Kucens 2003, ¢. 89—91; OctposepxoB
2005, c¢. 231), and it is she with a pair of leopards (?)
whom we meet on the electrum coating of the silver
mirror from the barrow No. 4/111 near Kelermesskaia
(Makcumona 1954, c. 285; becconona 1983, c. 82,
puc. 7, 8; Baxtuna 1998, c. 69; 2000, c. 66, puc. 1:

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11; Kucens 2003, c. 85—99; Octposepxos 2005,
c. 232; Anexcee 2012, c¢. 108—113) (fig. 7: 2). Her
counterpart from Olympia is depicted holding young
lions on the bronze relief sheet which dates back to
the late 7" — early 6" century BC (Collignon 1892,
p. 89—90, fig. 45; Roscher 1890—1894, Sp. 1047,
Abb. 4; Baxtuna 2000, c. 66; Kucens 2003, c. 90)
(fig. 7: 3). And if these two Potniai — like many
others — are actually Theron, then some others, like
those in the Artemision in Ephesus and the Orthia
sanctuary at Sparta, are Ptenon, i.e. those who car-
ry birds (Baxtuna 2000, c. 67, puc. 12; Kopanias
2009, figs. 12.2—12.4)*. An image of the bird of
prey could be then cautiously proposed for the am-
biguous engraving of another creature on the Bilsk
ivory, since it is represented along with feline preda-
tors next to the winged goddess on the mirror from
Kelermesskaia and lavishly contributes to the ca-
nonical imagery of the Scythian animal style. In the
early Scythian archaeological contexts, artifacts like
the Kelermesskaia mirror may probably signalize
significant ideological shifts among the Scythians
during their time in Western Asia, when Hellenic and
Scythian outlook systems were actively interfusing
(Becconona 1983, c. 81).

However, it is one thing to deal with a splendid
mirror made of precious metals in a chiefly usage,
and another thing is to discuss a modest ivory piece
of a tool in a soldier’s kitbag. It is for this reason
that the ideas of plunder and armed importunity in
begging for things and even postwar junk scavenging
arise again. During the 2" half of the 7*" century BC,
the Cimmerians became famous for the temple demo-
lition in lonia (Bammer, Muss 1996, S. 32; lBanuuk
1996, c. 119—120; Anekcees 2003, c. 96). The deeds
of the Scythians are only attested much further south:
it was in the late 7" century BC that they plundered
the temple of Heavenly Astarte/Aphrodite in Ascalon
(Herod. I: 105). Hence, the Cimmerians’ contribu-
tion to the accumulation of eastern Hellenic ivories
in the south of Eastern Europe is not that unlikely
(cf. Kucens 2003, c. 135 on toreutics). In such cir-
cumstances, the beasts could be applied not to a full
ivory figurine, but to its more or less compact mem-
ber, with the groove still intact and at least some nails
stuck in place.

When it comes to long-distance trade, then the
postbellum barrow No. 16 in Novozavedennoe-l|
should be mentioned which dates back to the end of
the 1% quarter of the 6" century BC. The grave inven-
tory thereof has yielded pottery of Rhodian and lonian
origin as well as a series of golden plaques similar
to those from various barrows in Novozaveden-
noe-1l and Kelermesskaia (ITerpenko, Macios,

Kanroposuu 2000, c. 238, 240—241, 243). In addi-
tion, some ivories of a chest (?) are briefly reported to
be found in the barrow No. 3 in Novozavedennoe-II
(ITetpenxo, Macnos, Kantoposuu 2006, ¢. 401). Itis
not impossible, therefore, that some ivories became
items of an occasional exchange, so to speak, a cu-
rious appendage to the main body of commodities
including painted tableware and personals ornaments
and valuable mollusk shells since as early as the
3" quarter of the 7" century BC and especially when
it comes about the post-campaign era. The ways in
which various categories of material values fell into
the hands of the inhabitants of the North Pontic area
should have differed depending on the variable social
conditions and particular events. And if so, then the
ivory figurines could have been brought to the North
by lonian colonists, both the pioneers and those
who rushed there in the aftermath of the Cimmerian
raids (3ybaps, PycsieBa 2004, c. 12—13), primarily
for their own use. However, given the fact that most
of these people were peasant folk (3yb6aps, Pycsesa
2004, c. 30—31), it is unlikely that the moving of the
temple accessories was frequent, otherwise apoikiai,
and then the forest steppe, would have been crowded
with suchlike little deities. In these places, complete-
ly different figurines are known, namely terracotta,
both imported and made locally (3y6aps, Pycsiea
2004, c. 34—35).

A skilful grooving with a thin saw blade and per-
forating with a slim borer were used when shaping
the ivory joint, which seems to be a kind of high-
tech for the forest-steppe practices of the era, and this
could be for a special reason. Given the wingedness
of the goddess, it is quite conceivable to place some
lamellar winglets made of thin materials in this or
a similar groove and fix them with tiny iron nails.

The animalistic pictures are now poorly visi-
ble even against the background of darkened den-
tine and should have been even more indistinct on
light-colored ivory, as evidenced by a series of false
traces left by the engraver who sometimes must
have worked almost by touch. Was it then a sketchy
sign left here just for oneself, or a draft groundwork
for carving out figures in relief? Or did the origi-
nal TI6tvwa, as usual, have faunal companions, and
the new owner, knowing this, has invented to scribe
his own beasts on her back which was previously
not designed for viewing and thus remained unde-
corated? And since the animals were subsidiary to
the pilaster of the patterned garment, they have ne-
cessarily been fitted into the given vertical layout,
but nonetheless retained the idea of the Mistress of
Beasts escorted by the panther and another crea-
ture, possibly red deer. The thing that eventually

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formed reminds us, again, of the image of the god-
dess (Artimpasa/Argimpasa? cf. Anexceen 2012,
c. 108) wearing her meander gown and holding
the forelimbs of two cats on the famous mirror
from Kelermesskaia. Interestingly, in the style of
sectored images of this object, imitations of Near
Eastern archaic statues and, in particular, ivories
can be traced (Kucens 2003, c. 75, 89—91). And if
so, then the wide spectrum of borrowings and imi-
tations converges in the find from Bilsk in the most
remarkable way. In this regard, a voluted interpre-
tation of the panther’s nose is characteristic, as if it

had a human nose wing set close to the eye, while
in panthers, the forehead and the tip of the nose are
interspaced with the nose bridge and the nasal area,
which is rather lengthy. Perhaps the tusk scraps
were taken by some lonian or Caucasian or whoso-
ever trying to portray the beasts comme des Scythes
in response to the persistent requests of a brave art
lover hurrying back home? Howbeit, all these peo-
ple — like many northern nomads themselves —
could have had the most peculiar ideas about the
defining art trends that we now call the Scythian
animal style.

Abstract. In 1998, when digging the ashmound No. 5 at the Western fortification of the Bilsk settlement, a unique
deer antler plaque was found decorated in animal and geometric styles. It represents a horse forehead plaque shaped
like a deer hoof with a rudimentary finger in the form of a head of a bird of prey and ornamented with notched
(Cemarginated’) triangles. A detailed study of the images on the surface of the plaque provides a series of interesting
conclusions. It is for the first time that a rare horse forehead type was discovered east of the Dnipro. The artifact was
found in a habitation layer containing pottery shards that date back to the last quarter of the 6" — early 5" century
BC and therefore it must refer to the same time range. The proposed date is in perfect agreement with the dates of the
contexts in which stylistically similar images of the head of a bird of prey were found. Notched triangles technique
survived until the end of the 6" century BC and the tradition of making red deer antler objects has lasted until the
end of the 6" — the early 5" century BC. The image of the head of a bird of prey of the Kovalevsky-Basov type (after
A. R. Kantorovich) testifies to the use of this image throughout the North Black Sea region in the last third of the 61" —
the 1%t quarter of the 5™ century BC, and currently, it is not possible to narrow this time range or single out any chrono-
logical or local features in our record. The image of the even-toed hoof is associated with that of a deer and may
indicate that on the cheek-pieces that have v-shaped notches, the image of deer legs was implied. A special pattern
is repeatedly observed in depiction of a deer’s hoof in Scythian times: the antler carvers have necessarily indicated

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a vestigial finger and a number of vertical lines (or rectangles, notches, triangles) above the hoof; sometimes, the fin-
ger is rendered as the head of a bird of prey. This visual system probably meant a scene of a deer being tormented
by a bird of prey. It is precisely the idea of this scene is depicted on the red deer antler plaque from Bilsk to confirm
the observation of Yu. B. Polidovich that it is typical for the 2" half of the 6" — the 1 half of the 5™ century BC.

A New Animal Style Find from the Kharkiv Region

Abstract. In 2001, another settlement site of Scythian times was discovered by A. O. Zorya, a local historian
from Kharkiv, near the village of Ohultsi in Bohoduhiv district. In 2004, a fragment of a carved wild boar canine
was found by him on the modern-day surface of the site. The animal style artwork displays a damaged figurine
of a wild carnivore and the head of a bird of prey. It is the first time that the Early Iron Age patterned wild boar
canine is found in the Siverskiy Donets River basin. The find from Ohultsi-1 appears to borrow its design concept
from Sauromatian art, to combine it with the figured composition of the Scythian animal style. Hence, the Ohultsi
canine, being a relatively well documented find, may once more testify to the interrelationships of the Dnipro-
Donets region and the Volga-Ural region, which apparently arose due to the powerful reciprocal movements of

nomadic groupings.

Abstract. The comparison of the compositions of the diadem from Kul-Oba and two plates from the ceremonial
outfit from the mound No. 8 of the Pisochyn burial site indicates that the same matrix was used in their manufacture.
However, the compositions have distinct differences. On the diadem from Kul-Oba, the scene of the attack of the eag-
le on the hare, which is lying on its back, is missing. Instead, an incomplete iconographic version of the ’snake-
legged’ creature was reproduced in the center of the plate, which broke the symmetry and clear rhythmicity of
the composition. Also, the diadem from Kul-Oba is distinguished by two unornamented areas along the edges. In
the unornamented section on the right side, traces of the erased picture have been preserved, in which the scene of
the attack of an eagle on a hare can be unmistakably guessed. Another such scene was obliterated from the middle
of the plate, where the artisan recreated an incomplete iconographic version of the snake-legged’ creature. Perhaps
it was the inconsistency of the scene with the eagle and the dead hare depicted on the diadem with the social status,
social functions or age parameters of the deceased from Kul-Oba that caused its complete rejection. This prompted
the artisan to radically change the plot of the finished decoration.
